COURSES FOR TUNNOCKS FLEET

Monday 1 August — Firth of Lorn Races
Thursday 4 August — Sound of Mull Races

The race type for each race will be shown by a code flag flown on the Principal Official Boat and announcements will normally be made on

VHF.

Course diagrams are for illustrative purposes only and do not reflect the actual number of rounds to be sailed by the different classes.

A course board may be displayed carrying the first two digits of the approximate magnetic bearing of Mark 1.

COURSE A (Code Flag A):

The diagram opposite shows the course to be sailed. This diagram is for
illustrative purposes only and does not reflect the number of rounds to be
sailed. The order of the marks to be rounded is:

Class 0 ;. Start, 1,2,3, 1,3, 1,2,3, 1,8, 1,3, Finish
Classes 1,3 &5 . Start, 1,2,3, 1,3, 1,2,3, 1,3, Finish
Classes 7 & 8 ;. Start, 1,2,3, 1,3, 1,8, Finish

All marks are to be left to port. Mark 3 is not a mark of the course during
the first windward leg.

STARTING LINE: Between two black inflatable marks which will be
approximately at right angles to the course to Mark 1. An Official Boat
will take up station on the extension of the starting line, but may not be at
anchor.

FINISHING LINE: To leeward of Mark 3, between a blue flag on an
Official Boat and a black inflatable mark laid for the purpose.

COURSE B (Code Flag B):
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The diagram opposite shows the course to be sailed. The order of the 2 1 2 1
marks to be rounded is:
Classes 0,1,3&5 : Start, 1,2,3, 1,2,83, 1,2,3, 1,2,3, Finish l l
\ 4

Classes 7 & 8 . Start, 1,2,3, 1,2,3, 1,2,3, Finish L 4

All marks are to be left to port. Marks 3 is not a mark of the course
during the first windward leg.

STARTING LINE: Between two black inflatable marks which will be
approximately at right angles to the course to Mark 1. An Official Boat
will take up station on the extension of the starting line, but may not be
at anchor.

FINISHING LINE: To leeward of Mark 3, between a blue flag on an
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Official Boat and a black inflatable mark laid for the purpose. _® J . o S
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
